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Climate change has a direct effect on the occurrence and
severity of diseases in crops, which will have a serious
impact on global food security. The changing climate can
affect plant -pathogen interactions by altering the pathogen
life cycle, expression of host resistance, disease
epidemiology and severity of disease epidemics,
development of new races, virulence and overwintering or
over summering of the pathogen, etc. Recent studies
suggested that the predicting effects for unstudied
pathosystem will be quite challenging. Therefore, disease
management strategies should be reoriented in changing
conditions with amalgamation of new strategies for
sustainable food production.

ABOUT THE COURSE

Climate change influences the occurrence, prevalence and
severity of plant diseases and thus affect the interaction
between crops and pathogens in multiple ways. The
objective of organizing this winter school is to understand
the impact of global climate change on plant diseases and
to impart training to the researchers, teachers and
extension specialists in disease management with regard to
timing, preference, and efficacy of chemical, physical, and
biological measures of control and their utilization within
integrated pest management (IPM) strategies. It would
provide a common platform to the participants for
interaction, exchange and share their experiences as well
as to develop inter-institutional linkages or the subject.
